the Community Action Group established with the support of the ROMACT Programme, and to seek
for the adoption of the Plan by the Local Council;

to seek to integrate — where relevant - the content of the Action Plan for Roma Inclusion in the general
Local Development Strategy and Plan of the municipality:

to seek to implement the Action Plan for Roma Inclusion, including the activities integrated in the Local
Development Strategy and Plan, by allocating local resources, as well as seeking — where appropriate -
external financing, including EU funds.

Ay part of this Agreement, the ROMACT Programme shall provide:

the assistance of a Facilitator who will train and coach the staff of concerned municipal departments to
