Agreement to implement the ROMACT Programme
in the Municipality of Vratsa

The ROMACT Programme, which has been implemented by the European Commission and the Cauncil of
Europe in Bulgaria since 2013, aims at increasing the capacity of local authorities to develop and mxgplement
inclusive policies and plans for the social inclusion of Roma communities.

» to delegate representatives of concerned municipal departments to participate in the Municipal Taskforce
for Roma Inclusion;

e to ensure the participation of staff of concerned municipal departments in capacity-building “ctivities
planned in the framework of the ROMACT process;

¢ 1o contribute to the drafting or upgrade of the Action Plan for Roma Inclusion, with the contritution of
the Community Action Group established with the support of the ROMACT programme, and to 'seek for
the adoption of the Plan by the Local Council;

s to scek to integrate — where relevant - the content of the Action Plan for Roma Inclusion in thel general
Local Development Strategy and Plan of the municipality;

e 1o seek to implement the Action Plan for Roma Inclusion, including the activities integrated in the Local
Development Strategy and Plan, by allocating local resources, as well as seeking — where appropriate -
external financing, including EU funds.

As part of this Agreement, the ROMACT Programme shall provide: i
o the assistance of a Facilitator who will train and coach the staff of concerned municipal departr}nents to
design, fund and implement measures for the inclusion of Roma. The Facilitator will also sug‘pon the
dialogue and cooperation between the municipality and the Roma community;

e when required, technical expertise by specialized experts. 5
